A Variety of Neighborhoods with a Variety of Styles 



To help you narrow your search, start with the area of the valley that seems to most match your own style. 

Use this map as your starting point: 
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#1 • City
If you are drawn to the charm of quiet, tree-lined streets, Victorian houses, and the flavor of small-town Americana, you should look at a house in the city-center neighborhoods. 

Grand Junction's Main Street is most people's image of Main Street USA, with small shops, restaurants, coffee houses, frequent festivals, and artwork by local artists lining the shady street where the town began. 

Nearby is another hub of activity, Lincoln Park, the home of Stocker Stadium, playgrounds, a 9-hole golf course, public pools, and the annual Junior College World Series (JUCO). 

Downtown is within walking distance of Mesa State College, and conveniently located to Grand Junction's primary shopping and medical facilities. 


#2 • North/Northwest
City blends with country in the neighborhood north and west of town. If you love an open, rural feeling but don 
t want to sacrifice city convenience, this is the perfect part of town on which to focus your house-hunting efforts. 

Many homesites offer fantastic views of the sun-drenched bookcliffs to the north and the Grand Mesa to the east, not to mention beautiful sunrises and sunsets year-round. 

Nearby Bookcliff Country Club offers 18 hole golf, tennis, swimming and club activities. 



#3 • Palisade, East Orchard Mesa & Whitewater
Nestled at the foot of the Grand Mesa and Mount Garfield, this is Colorado's Wine and Peach country, where the Colorado River spills out of Debeque canyon to start its journey to the Gulf of Mexico. Up canyon lie the tony resorts of Glenwood Springs and Aspen, but right here the mood is friendly and down-to-earth. The small town of Palisade is built along the banks of the river, and the gentle slopes rising away from it are covered with vineyards and orchards. All around you'll find access to BLM land and open range. 

As the country opens up on the South, East Orchard Mesa and the little town of Whitewater overlook rustic Unaweep Canyon country, and beyond it the Uncompaghre plateau. But the convenience of Grand Junction is never more than a 20-minute drive away. 



#4 • Northeast/Clifton
In this area just to the east of Grand Junction, dramatic vistas of Bookcliffs and the Grand Mesa are a constant reminder of the fishing, skiing, hiking and horseback riding the Rocky Mountains offer, not to mention the occasional glimpse of wild mustangs. And easy access to major highways heading east, west, and south offer the means to take advantage of that offer. 

Mature neighborhoods mix with newer developments to make for lots of variety in house shopping here. Convenient shopping in more traditional forms is provided by the Coronado and Eastgate Shopping Centers, as well as the North Avenue business corridor, and the Airport is just a few minutes away. 



#5 • The Redlands
Here is where the red cliff country to the south and west begins. The Redlands are dominated by the flowing views of the Colorado National Monument, which is just outside your door. Many homes take a cue from nature and are landscaped in a high desert motif; others make use of plentiful Colorado River irrigation water to present a lusher appearance. Whichever way your tastes run, you'll find a pleasing contrast of styles on the Redlands. 

Although hiking and picnic areas with imposing names like Devil's Kitchen and Trail of the Serpent are part of your playground, the Redlands Parkway takes you to the Mesa Mall and downtown in a matter of a few minutes. And the new Redlands Mesa Golf Course offers you a much more refined type of recreation, although your golf game might be compromised by some of the best views in the Western United States. 



#6 • Fruita and the West
As the Grand Valley opens up to the west, the rolling hills betray the agricultural background of the community. Small farms and horse pastures mix with prestigious homesites and small developments to create an expansive, peaceful atmosphere. The sky spreads out overhead and disappears behind the northern Bookcliffs and the red cliffs of the Colorado National Monument to the south. The western horizon meets the rugged desert and the sunsets are second to none. 

But your interests don't have to remain merely aesthetic here, the town of Fruita centers this area and provides numerous conveniences. 

Meanwhile the Dinosaur Museum and Adobe Creek Golf Course showcase the diversity of the recreation opportunities. And if your interests are equestrian, you'll find plenty of company here. All this, and the city of Grand Junction a mere 20 freeway minutes to the east. 



#7 • Orchard Mesa/Southeast
This area forms the southern border of the Grand Junction metropolitan area, and offers a different set of breathtaking views. Orchard Mesa sits above both the Colorado River and Grand Junction proper, so the residents of Orchard Mesa look out across the entire town. To the east, the views of the Grand Mesa are from an entirely different perspective compared to the rest of the valley. To the south, on a clear day you can see the 14,000-foot peaks of the majestic San Juan mountains, and to the West, the beginnings of the Uncompaghre plateau and Colorado National Monument. 

Easy-access BLM land opens up at the edge of Orchard Mesa, along with the Gunnison river valley. Shopping is convenient at the Orchard Mesa Shopping Center, and the area is home to Chipeta, one of the valley's newer golf courses. 

Interspersed through the many congenial older homes you'll find plenty of newer properties and developments as well. 


#8 • Glade Park - Above it All
Bold and secluded, Glade Park is accessed through the Colorado National Monument. If your priorities are privacy and wide open spaces, Glade Park is a great place to shop for a home. This is one of the more sparsely populated parts of the Grand Junction area, and there's plenty of room for horses, along with endless opportunities for outdoors exploration. The terrain is covered in sage, which, after a summer shower, makes for one of the most pleasing fragrances the West has to offer. As the country rises away to the south, pinion covered rocky terrain gives way to lush meadowlands and aspen trees. Approximately a 20-30 minute drive from downtown Grand Junction.
